“Have a ‘Titanic’ Easter!”

Dear First Church Family,

Do you remember the record- breaking film: ‘Titanic”? It was a story that had it all: tragedy, nostalgia, ad-
venture, romance, suspense, conflict, and resolution. Besides all of that, it was downright inspiring! The
Titanic super ocean liner was considered unsinkable because of its allegedly watertight compartments. It
had its maiden voyage exactly 95 years ago this month, in April, 1912. Yet, in its maiden voyage the Titanic
collided with a gigantic iceberg, and sank in the North Atlantic Ocean. The Titanic had 2,207 passengers
aboard, and amazingly only 20 lifeboats! I guess the thinking must have been: “Why have lifeboats if the
ship is “unsinkable”?

The hero and heroine of the film, Jack and Rose, who had met and fallen in love on the voyage, managed to
get off the ship at the last possible instant just as the ship’s stern took the plunge to the ocean’s floor. I will
never forget the sequence where Jack sacrificed his life, so that his beloved Rose would not lose hers.
Wow! I thought of the scripture from John 15: 13, where Jesus taught us to love one another as he loved us:
“Greater love has no one than this that he lay down his life for his friends.” Though the young and beautiful
Rose lived on over 80 years following her survival of the Titanic disaster, she never forgot what Jack had
done for her. Then, through an amazing twist of fate, she returned to the site where the Titanic had sunk.
Standing on the stern of the “treasure hunter” ship, she pulled out of her pocket a priceless diamond that the
fortune hunters were searching for in the Titanic shipwreck. Swiftly and surely she flung it overboard!

Following her surrender of this priceless treasure to the depths of the ocean, she retired to her bed and to her
dreams. In her dreams she returned to the grand ballroom of the Titanic, and Jack was waiting there for her
and everyone else was there, too! Her life was almost over, but the party, the celebrating, the dancing was
about to begin! “No eye has seen no ear has heard no mind has conceived what God has prepared for those
who love him.” I Cor. 2: 9

We, too, in the midst of the disastrous shipwrecks in our lives, may discover a savior who gave his life that
we might have eternal life. When you’ve experienced the ‘greatest love in the world”, and you know the
price Christ paid for you, the party, the celebration begins right here, right now! “The Spirit and the bride
say, ‘Come’. And let him who hears, say: ‘Come’! Whoever is thirsty, let him come, and whoever wishes,
let him take the free gift of the water of life.”

From Your Parish Nurse

"When everything is coming your way, you're in the wrong lane." Have you
heard this said? Have you ever felt that you were on a one-way street going the
wrong way or swimming up stream? Sometimes life makes us feel this way.
But, God tells us that life won't be easy all the time. Scriptures tells us that

there will be trials, James 1:2-3 (Consider it a sheer gift, friends, when test and challenges come at
you from all sides. You know that under pressure, your faith-life is forced into the open and shows
its true colors. So don't try to get out of anything prematurely. Let it do its work so you become
mature and well developed, not deficient in any way.); suffering, Rom. 5:3-4 (but we also rejoice
in our suffering, because we know that suffering produces perseverance, character; and hope.);
discipline, Heb. 12:7 (Endure hardship as discipline; God is treating you as sons. For what son is
not disciplined by his father?); and a growing sense of our own mortality, 2 Cor. 5:4-5 (That's why
we live with such good cheer. You won't see us drooping our heads or draggling our feet! Cramped
conditions here don't get us down. They only remind us of the spacious living conditions ahead.
It's what we trust in but don't yet see that keeps us going. Do you suppose a few ruts in the road or
rocks in the path are going to stop us? When the time comes, we'll be plenty ready to exchange ex-
ile for homecoming.

And there in lies the problem. Sometimes the trials, suffering, and discipline do get us down. Paul
also used a metaphor in 2 Cor. 4:7 (But we have this treasure in jars of clay to show that this all-
surpassing power is from God and not from us.) Remember that a pot begins as a lump of clay this
is placed on a potter's wheel where it is molded and shaped until its sides are stretched into a shape
that can hold something. Then it is set on a shelf and allowed to dry before it is fired, then glazed
and fired again. Are you picturing yourself going through the process? Over time it ages and
cracks with use, but according to Paul's illustration, this only lets out more of what it contains, the
light of Christ!

So, when everything seems to be coming your way (trials, hardship, testing times) you are proba-
bly in the right lane after all. It's the society we live in that thinks it deserves to have everything go
its way. God never guaranteed anything of the kind, at least in this life. But it is with HIS help that
we will get through this life.

Just bring in items or mark
your envelopes for Children Home Music Dept. It was a wonderful experience to see
how these children's lives are being changed. It is a shame that they only hold 88
children.

Every child you met was happy and they looked like they be-
longed to this family. The accommodations were like small homes about 16 with
house parents x 2 by the time they are teens. They not only take care of them, but
they teach them to live on their own after they turn 18. This is where the 5th Sunday
offering goes. The children were so happy to see Pastor Dave and he had a difficult
time eating with all the hugs and telling him how they were doing. They knew how
much he cares. Please do something to help in this effort to make a difference, even if
just a small difference.

Pastor Milian has asked for
vitamins and eyeglasses. Vitamins make such a big difference in each life and am
sure babies are very much in need.
