2,100,000,000 earths would fit inside of VY 
Canis Majoris. That is a lot of earths.



In relation to Canis Majoris, the amount of 
earths it would take to fill Canis Majoris is 

the same amount of golf balls it would take 
to cover the ground of the state of Texas - 22 

inches deep.



Similarly, if a human could walk on the 
surface of Canis Majoris ςassuming a 

speed of 5 km/h (3 mph) for 8 hours a day 
ςthe person would have to walk for 

650,000 years to circle the star (compared 
with 2 years 11 months to complete the 
same task on the Earth, and 310 years 7 

months on the Sun).
